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Pool enclosures are considered to be accessory structures as specified in Section 2.21.00 of the Land 
Development Code. The following limitations and restrictions shall apply to all accessory structures.  
 
1. No accessory use or structure shall be installed, constructed, or placed so as to prevent the safe use of 

any driveway, or to cause a vision obstruction in any intersection vision triangle, or otherwise create a 
hazard by obstructing the view of pedestrians, cyclists, or motorists. 

 
2. Accessory uses or structures located in side or rear yards shall be no closer than five (5) feet to any 

property line, except as otherwise specified herein. 
 
3. Accessory uses and structures located in front yards must conform to the front minimum building 

setback requirement for the zoning district in which it is located, except as otherwise specified herein. 
 
NOTE: If the enclosure is attached

 

 to the existing structure the proposed structure must comply with the 
minimum building setback requirements for the zoning district in which it is located.
