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 BUILDING PERMITS ARE REQUIRED REGARDLESS OF COST OF CONSTRUCTION OR SQUARE 
FOOTAGE.  
 
• ALL STORAGE SHEDS SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED IN COMPLIANCE WITH THE OKALOOSA 
COUNTY LAND DEVELOPMENT CODE, ORDINANCE 91-1, AS AMENDED BY ORDINANCE 11-06, 
SECTION 2.21.00 ACCESSORY STRUCTURES, AND SECTION 6.03.15 CLEAR VISIBILITY 
TRIANGLE:  
 
• Accessory structures shall not be located in a required buffer, landscape area, or minimum building 
setback area.  
 
• Vehicles, manufactured homes, mobile homes or truck trailers shall not be used as storage buildings, 
except for uses permitted under the provisions of Section 6.08.00 Temporary Use Permits  
 
• No storage shed used for industrial storage or hazardous, incendiary, noxious, or pernicious materials 
shall be located nearer than one hundred (100) feet from any property line.  
 
• APPLICANT MUST CONTACT A PLANNER WITH THE DEPARTMENT OF GROWTH MANAGEMENT 
FOR DETAILED INFORMATION RELATING TO THE PLACEMENT OF THE STRUCTURE AND 
DESIGN STANDARDS FOR THE SUBJECT SITE. CONTACT NUMBERS ARE (850) 651-7180 OR (850)
