1. Thomas J. Oglesby – Inshore Heating and Air LLC
Ms. Kerry Parsons reminded the Board that this is a Probable Cause hearing not a Disciplinary hearing. 

Ms. Lisa Payton informed the Board regarding the findings of staff regarding Thomas Oglesby who qualifies Inshore Heating and Air LLC which include: 
· Found working without permits at 3 locations between April & November of 2019 constituting 3 violations of County Ordinance within a 12 month period.
· Found permits dating back 2 years that were still open without a passed inspection.
Ms. Payton stated that Mr. Oglesby was duly noticed regarding this meeting, and has closed all but 5 of the open permits staff found since receipt of that notice.  Ms. Payton further stated that staff was notified, after the meeting notice was sent, about another unpermitted job; however a permit for that job has since been purchased.  

Staff answered questions from the Board. 

Mr. Thomas J. Oglesby was present to provide his defense and answer questions from the Board.
