NEW BUSINESS
AGENDA ITEM 1:  515938-BOA-2022 Long Branch Farms, Inc. – a Special Exception request from Section 2.01.00 of the Okaloosa County Land Development Code, Ordinance 91-1 as amended, request is for a proposed Air Park with a 2,630 feet grass air strip. The property is currently zoned Agriculture (AA) with a Future Land Use Map (FLUM) designation of Agricultural (AG). The property is located at the corner of Old River Road and Long Branch Farms Road, Baker, Florida and contains 296 acres more or less. 

Mr. Woodruff presented Agenda Item 1 to the board.  
Mr. Bill Barnhill, owner, addressed the board giving a brief description of the proposed Special Exception. 
Discussion ensued with Mr. Barnhill.
Ms. Veronica Caswell came forward in opposition of the proposed Special Exception stating issues with noise related to the proposed Air Strip.

Discussion ensued.

Board member Ambrose stated that in his research of the proposed Special Exception the closest home was over 2,400 feet away from the airstrip and most parcels were large tracts of land.
Ms. Caswell stated that the proposed Special Exception would limit the amount of property for food and agricultural uses.

Vice Chairman Kearney asked staff what the minimum lots could possibly be in a subdivision.

Mr. Woodruff stated that the minimum lot size in the Agriculture Zoning District is one (1) unit acre; or as Mr. Barnhill proposed 10 acre or greater lots are permitted without the Development Order process.

Mr. Barnhill came forward and state that his proposal would only include twenty 11+ acre lots.
